Applicants must hold a current Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN) license and are trying to achieve their Registered Nurse (RN) certification. It is required for all applicants who have had their LPN certification for more than five years from their application date and for those who have received their LPN certification from an institution other than MCC (Metropolitan Community College). Students do not have to have taken any courses or be a current student at MCC to take this examination.

COMPREHENSIVE PREDICTOR
Comprehensive Predictor is the last stop for students before they enter intensive NCLEX® prep. This three-hour, 180-item, proctored test is designed to help students assess their likelihood of passing the NCLEX while detailing areas for further remediation.

Questions span all major NCLEX client need categories, from management of care to health promotion and maintenance. For better remediation, students can view their percentage correct within content topic, category, and outcome.
REPORTING CAPABILITIES INCLUDE:
· Individual score
· Predicted probability of passing NCLEX®
· National and program means
· Individual scores (% correct) within content topic categories
· Topics to review and individual scores within an outcome

TEST PARAMETERS: This is a computer-based test. Students receive their score report at the completion of their exam.

TIME LIMIT: Students have 180 min (3 hours) to complete this assessment.

Scratch Paper and Pencil
Calculator - The calculator is built into ATI’s PN Comprehensive Predictor program.

If you would like to pay for testing via telephone using a debit or credit card only, you must call the Student Accounts Office at 531-622-2405 (7:30 - 5:00 Mon through Fri). Tell them if you are an MCC student and need to pay for a PN Comprehensive Predictor Exam. The Student Accounts Staff Member will ask you several questions and have you read off your credit card numbers to process the required fee. You will need to ask for a “Payment Receipt Number” so that you can bring it to your testing appointment as verification of test payment.

A retake must also be scheduled at least 24 hours in advance, and students must tell Testing Center Staff they are requesting to take one.
